be asked to show your membership card or other proof of membership to the registration committee. USFA 
membership forms will be available at the tournament.  

• Format of Event — One round of pools, 100% promoted to Direct Elimination (15 touches). No repechage for any 
events. ALL EVENTS WILL BE HARD SEEDED as of March 27th. NO CHANGES WILL BE MADE TO THE 
SEEDING AFTER THIS DATE. Provisional seeding will be posted on the section website as entries are received. 
Any and all corrections should be emailed to WJenness@gmail.com prior to March 27th. Initial seeding, seeding 
after pools and final placements will be posted in the venue and on the section website. Fencers are responsible 
for verifying and signing their pool and DE sheets. Changes will not be made after fencing commences.
